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Once in Roman Britain a gladiator Phaedrus won his freedom and agreed to
impersonate the king of a Scottish tribe. As Horse Lord, he led his people
against the woman who had usurped the throne and came into the inevitable
conflict with the conquering Romans. An exciting historical novel of steadily
